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Significant Incidents reported during the week:
LTI # 16 of this year occurred 20th July 2003 on a rig in the Nimr area.
While in the process of re-positioning the gate barrier with the help of the forklift, it accidentally tilted, and the end of the barrier moved down hitting the injured Person on the left foot. Incident was initially classified as a First-Aid Case (FAC) by the rig medic, without advice from PDO doctors. During his rest days, injured person went to a hospital where X-ray revealed fracture of the left foot. The PDO doctors became aware of the incident on 30th July. The injured person will be off work for approx. 5 weeks.  
Non-Accidental death of 06th July 03, but reported 29th July.

In the evening, while walking between accommodation camp 1 and 2 at Ghala (Muscat), the deceased collapsed from suspected cardiac arrest, and died before reaching the hospital. Contractor did not initially report the incident to PDO contract holder, on the assumption that it was not work-related.
