STOP Weekly Highlights –Theme: Personal Protective Equipment
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Weekly CSM/HSE Highlights for week ending: 2nd May 2003





Last weeks observations pointed to 14 of 55   STOP observations were on unsafe acts on arms and hands.


From the table below it can be seen that, for the period 2000 to 2003 there were a total of 140 LTIs (PDO and Contractors) and of these 41 LTIs were on Finger injuries. This is more than all LTIs in year 2001 and 29% of all LTIs in the four years (2000-2003). STOP observations over the past week also reveal high proportion of infringements regarding PPEs on arms and hands. The use of Personal Protective Equipment on Arms (PPE) and Hands needs to be revisited. PEs should be right for the job, and workers should be encouraged to use them properly and in a safe condition.
