· Investigation ongoing into the 12th April Restricted Work Case (RWC) under which injured person later underwent plastic surgery, without incident re-classification.

· Two consultants from the Transport Research Laboratory UK (TRL) completed the first week of their two week visit to PDO as part of the SIEP global road safety programme. Road infrastructure, vehicle integrity, maintenance workshop visits and discussions with drivers and PDO and contractor management were conducted both at the coast and Fahud. Presentation of their findings scheduled for 15th June.

· Completed the review and update of 6 HSE cases for OND and OSD, these have been issued to the line for their review and approval.

· A draft well engineering HSE case has been issued to the line for comments.

STOP Weekly Highlights – Theme – Positions of People.

Last week’s STOP observations indicate the following reductions in observed unsafe acts compared with two weeks ago. 
· Procedures and Housekeeping dropped by 2% compared to previous;  last week figure which was 37%.
· Personal Protective Equipment, the observed unsafe acts reduced by 1% 
· Tools and Equipment the observed unsafe acts reduced by 3%. 

On the other hand, there was a significant increase in observed unsafe acts in Positions of People, an increase of 6% from previous week; i.e. from 9% to 15%. 
The major unsafe act committed in this category is how people position themselves when carrying out their tasks e.g. in offices, the sitting position. CSM has issued a recommendation of what is the possibly most safe office chair to use. The TL5102 model. Sitting in the right position at work place saves the employee from accumulated trauma which could result in back injury and remain as chronic back pain. Supervisors should always check the positions of their employees and advise them if necessary. CSM/31 can be helpful in giving advice in this field i.e. what could be the safest position to carry out a task.
