An articulated trailer belonging to Ajib trading, a sub-contractor to OHI, was involved in a road traffic accident Tuesday, 7th October, whilst transporting chemicals  from Muscat to Marmul. The accident occurred about 21:00hrs between Haima and Rima, near Mukhaizna junction, when the driver attempted to turn left into a lay-by to park for the night. The truck was hit by a third party Toyota pick-up truck which was travelling in the opposite direction towards Haima. The driver was killed and the passenger injured. The Ajib driver was uninjured.
