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Significant Incidents reported during the week:

LTI # 39 of this year occurred 13th November 2003 on Rig 53 in Nimr.

A Dalma Assistant Driller picked up an empty travelling block; in the course of doing this the spooling cable overlapped causing the COM (Crown-O-Matic) to activate.  He device was reset. In the course of lowering the travelling block, the COM unexpectedly activated a second time, causing the brake to apply, the brake handle moved quickly down hitting the IP’s left side rib area, causing abrasions and swelling of the lower chest wall. He was initially taken to the PDO clinic, and then transferred to Haima Hospital where an X-ray revealed the fracture of two ribs on the left side. He will be off work for at least 4 weeks.
