Non-Accidental Death occurred 17th October 2003
Mr. Ajmi, a cook with Renaissance Hospitality Services, Nimr collapsed in his room after coming out of the toilet.  The doctor was informed and found him without pulse, not breathing and frothing at the mouth. CPR and emergency treatment measures were instituted but failed to revive the patient. He was declared dead at 0805 hrs. The cause of death given as unknown (suspected cardiac arrest). The ROP was informed, and they arranged movement of the body to the ROP Hospital in Muscat.

STOP Weekly Highlight – Trend in unsafe acts – A warning to a pending LTI?
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In last weeks’ STOP Observations, there are two areas worthy of attention. 1. The reported all safe acts have dropped by 4% 2.There is an increase of 5% of unsafe acts in Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) 3.There is an increase of 6% in reactions of people. What does this data indicate? Injuries may be expected in the areas where people are ignoring using PPEs. Some employees are aware of the unsafe acts they are committing, for some reasons they still commit unsafe acts. Supervisors need to be more vigilant and prevent any unsafe acts in their areas, especially in the above mentioned categories. 

STOP Leaders Training.

10 staff of FPM completed STOP leaders’ training in September and will start leading others in their sections this week. A batch of 14 PDO and contract staff of TLM in Fahud completed the same course this month of October.  Contactor Holders (CH) and Company Site Representatives (CSR) have to make use of these newly trained STOP leaders. STOP as a behaviour modification tool to prevent injuries will not be useful unless applied. We have to get all our staff trained in STOP.
