Significant Incidents reported during the week:

LTI # 28 of this year occurred 13/9/2003 on WPH 23 in the Rima area.
MBPS Floorman sustained injury on his right thumb finger whilst attempting to latch a 5” drill pipe (DP) elevator onto a joint of 5” DP in the mouse hole. The elevators failed to latch and swung back towards the pipe in the rotary table, trapping his finger between the elevator balls and the tool joint of the DP in the rotary table.  The injured person was transferred to Haima hospital where X-ray revealed a compound fractured his right thumb finger. He will be off work for at least 2 weeks.
LTI # 29 of this year occurred 14/9/2003 at the Chemical yard in the Fahud area.

An MOG driver suffered a fracture of his right hand wrist while opening the side door of his box trailer. He fell to the ground (approx 1.5 mtrs) as the door opened. He was immediately taken to Fahud clinic where he was given first aid and X-rayed. The injured was later transferred to Khoula Hospital for further treatment. He will be off work for at least 4-6 weeks. 
LTI # 30 of this year occurred 19/9/2003 on NDSC Rig-32, at Lekhwair area.

An NDSC roustabout foreman sustained a fracture on his thumb tip whilst pushing the jar to the centre of the catwalk to be picked up by a forklift. The clamp got stuck on the catwalk while the jar body kept moving and his thumb got trapped and jammed in between the clamp and the jar body. The injured person was transferred to Ibri hospital where X-ray revealed a compound fractured of his left thumb distal phalanx. He will be off work for at least 2 weeks.

LTI #31 of this year occurred 19/9/2003 on Rig- 21, at Qarn Alam area.

Desert Byrne Floorman sustained injury on his left little finger while removing thread protector from drill pipes. The protector was too tight, and his colleague used a hammer to tap and loose the thread. Whilst doing so, the floorman’s was hit by the hammer causing the injuries. The injured person was transferred to Nizwa hospital where x – ray revealed a compound fractured to his little finger terminal phalanx. He will be off work for at least 10 days.

  LTI #29 A Fall from Height.

This LTI occurred on 14th September 2003 at the Chemical yard in the Fahud area. A driver suffered a fracture of his right hand wrist while opening the side door of his box trailer. He fell to the ground approx 1.5 meters, as the door opened.
STOP observations of the last week which were on positions of people indicated that 28% of all those observations showed that the potential causes of injury are in the area of falling/Slips/Trips. How important are positions of people? According to the 10 year Dupont study 30% of all injuries are related to the positions of people. This makes it an important factor in safety. In case of LTI#29, the fall was not expected. Such a fall is always an unexpected event.  The list of injury causes in the Observation Check List in STOP for Employees helps the employee foresee the situations that can result in injury, if the un-expected happens. A STOP observation before any job will most likely prevent any injury taking place. The importance of doing a STOP observation before embarking on any job for an employee can not be emphasised better than this.  
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
