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Significant Incidents:
LTI No. 8 -Contractor Fatality (TWM) occurred on 23rd May 2003 in Qarn Alam area.
An Electrician was repairing a microwave oven in the mess when he received an electric shock.  He was immediately transported to a nearby clinic in Saih Rawl. Upon arrival CPR was commenced but was unsuccessful. He was then transported to PDO clinic in Qarn Alam where he was pronounced dead. A detailed investigation led by TWM was started immediately.
HSE Milestones: 
PDO and Contractors achieved 1 million man-hours without any LTI on 21st May 2003.

STOP Weekly Highlights –Theme: Could LTI no. 7 been prevent? 
In last week’s STOP Observations, 39% of Unsafe Acts were again on the Procedures, and Housekeeping. 69% of these were Procedures Not Followed. Looking back at LTI No. 7 of 2003, a cook was injured when he slipped and fell into hot water bucket, causing 20% burns on the both lower limbs and knees.

We have a behavioural based tool which could have possibly prevented this LTI if it was applied i.e. STOP for Employees. This tool improves the safety awareness of the employee and gives him/her techniques of working safely, by taking into consideration own safety and the safety of those around. 
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PDO/Contractor Team Leaders and Supervisors are requested to ensure that whenever appropriate their Employees do the STOP for Employees and practise it.
