Looking at the safety “at risk behaviours” observed in the week ending 18th April and those of the week ending 25th April. It can be noticed that the observations on reactions of people have dropped from 10% to 5% of total observation. This indicates that there is a relative increase in employees working confidently more safely.  People react to the presence of their supervisor by stopping their unsafe acts usually 10 to 30 seconds. Supervisors need to observe for evaporative acts because they are clues to at possible at-risk behaviour. 
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
