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Significant Incidents reported during the week:
On 20/07, driver cum hydraulic mechanic from Global rent services, came from Salalah to Thuleilat new tank pad location for carrying out repairs on excavator (which was hired by MCTC, earthwork subcontractor to Arabian Industries LLC). 

While returning from Thuleilat to Marmul, at 20 km from Thuleilat stn, after a right turn, the vehicle (Mitsubishi double cabin 4WD pick-up, # 8791 MH) had a rear left tyre puncture; skidding and subsequently it hit right side windrow. The vehicle rolled over 180 degrees on driver side and landed on driver side. The vehicle was not as per PDO std (No RAS sticker, No rollover bars, no fire extinguisher, no first aid kit, No Journey management). No injuries to driver or co-passenger.
A safety briefing pack accessible at URL link below, highlights the potential dangers of vehicle tyres which have been damaged as a result of a wide range of causes including:   
· Not being maintained correctly.  
· Mismatching tyres and rims. 
· Through bad mounting on the wheel rim or hitting some object.

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Procedures and Housekeeping has been an issue for weeks with over 30% of STOP card analysis. Managing Rule Breaking tool is addressing the procedures aspect but Area HSE advisers are requested to keep constant reminders on procedures and where necessary get the known regular procedures that not followed from CSM department to help out. 
It was observed that a number of staff were not aware of why wearing the personal protective equipment. Analysis show people still working and handling equipment without wearing gloves. LTIs on finger injuries have been alarming to PDO/Contractors and gloves are not only protecting the fingers but also act as a reminder to the hazards involved in the job execution. Area HSE advisers to use LTI briefing pack regularly.
