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Significant Incidents reported during the week:

LTI # 3 of this year, which occurred 29th January 2004 on Rig 88 (NDSC) in Marmul, 
(NDSC – TWM).

 A roustabout working on the drill floor got his right middle finger trapped between two pipes.  X-rays taken at Marmul clinic revealed a fracture of the tip of the terminal portion of the finger.  He will be off work for approximately 15 days.

LTI # 4 of this year, which occurred on 3rd February, 2004 on the Seismic Crew at Harweel 
(Veritas - XGM).

 A "U" shaped bar was being removed from a vibrator.  One side had been unbolted and was loose; the other was jammed and would not come free.  A Hiab crane hook was attached to the bar at a point above the side that was stuck.  During lifting, the hook slid down the bar and raised the free end, trapping employee؟s finger between the base of the bar being removed and the cross-member. The injured person was initially treated at Marmul clinic, before being transferred to Khoula hospital where reconstructive surgery will be carried out. He will off work for approximately 15 days.

Third party fatality 31st January, 2004 between Natih and Nahadah Booster Station on the blacktop road.

Two contractor (Galfar) employees  were involved in a road traffic accident while travelling home in a private vehicle for the Eid holidays. The driver sustained fatal injuries, whilst his passenger received severe injuries and is in the ICU at Nizwa hospital. 
Non accidental death occurred 26th January 2004 on Rig 12 at Qarn Alam.
The deceased, a Weatherford employee, was working on the stabbing floor of the rig when he suddenly slumped. He was immediately brought down to the rig floor and first aid applied, which regrettably did not revive him.

The graph shows last week’s   STOP    Observations Yibal team had 39 observations Followed by TLM which had 35 observations and in third place was TTM with 28 observations.  What about other areas with high risk activities? Why is the number of the observations so low? E.g. Marmul only 10 observations. Nimr area had only 3 observations.  Bahja area had no observations at all. It is possible that observations were made but not entered in the database. If this is the case, then it is denying others lateral learnings.

Supervisors have to make a habit of doing STOP observations on the employees reporting to them, while they themselves do self observations. If there is unsafe act or unsafe condition to be reported, they will report this to their supervisors.
