HSE message of the week

In the last weekly highlights, I indicated the unfortunate road traffic accident that claimed four lives. Sadly, another road traffic accident in the same area claimed three more lives. This time from ROP special forces. PDO participated in the emergency response and rendered all assistance to medivac the injured to Nizwa Hospital and to prepare transportation of the deceased. Such terrible tragedies can not be allowed to continue. It remains to be said that being on the roads is still risky and is beginning to get the international recognition as gradually moving to become a top potential killer in the world. This year, World Health Organisation (WHO) day of 7th April was dedicated to road safety. The unfortunate reality is the attitude of many, who have not yet grasped the fact that it can happen to them as well. Time and time again, history testifies to the fact that the price of ignoring and breaking safety rules is high. Complacency is therefore not an option when it comes to using roads or any activity for that matter.
On the positive note, the achievement of 8 million manhours without an LTI is a testimony that we can do it. This milestone, although halted by a finger injury, is a good indication that observing safety rules is beginning to become the norm in our operation. We need to collectively foster this attitude of putting Safety first. Let us remain vigilant and apply the tools provided to guide us to a working safely culture.

Significant Incidents reported during the week:

LTI # 6 of this year, which occurred on 8th April, 2004 on the Rig 70 (Baker Atlas) at Mukhaizna
During formation measuring test (FMT) the tool was being picked up through the rig V- Door by the logging unit winch, the injured person attempted to hold the tool to direct it to the rotary table. The tool swung and the IP finger got caught in-between the logging sheaves and the tool resulting in fracture of the left hand small finger. He will be off work for approx 10 days.

3rd Party multiple fatality on 3rd April 04, 40 km from Qarn Alam.

Multiple fatality road traffic accident occurred approximately 40 km south of Qarn Alam on the Muscat Salalah highway on Saturday 3rd April 04 at approximately 18.30 hrs. The RTA involved 4 Truck Oman staff from the Al-Mahrouqy tribe working on PDO contract and a third party. The Truck Oman staffs was commuting from Nimr to Adam in their own private saloon car and collided head on with the south bound third party Land Cruiser which appears to have been on the wrong side of the road at the time. Of the 4 Truck Oman staff three died on site, the other en-route to Adam hospital. The third party driver suffered serious injuries and was evacuated to Nizwa Hospital.
