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Significant Incidents reported during the week:

Third party multiple fatality 18th Janurary 2004
A third party multiple fatality road traffic accident occurred on the Muscat / Salalah highway, at Adam.  The RTA involved a PDO Contractor (Fahud Desert) Water tanker truck travelling North and a third party Toyota Corolla Saloon.  The 3rd party vehicle entered the highway and was struck by the Water Tanker.   

The Saloon car had 4 people on board (driver and 3 passengers: 3 women and a child (Al Mahrouqy Tribe from Adam). All died on site. The Helper suffered some injuries and has been referred to Nizwa Hospital, while the Truck Driver sustained no injuries.

LTI # 2 of this year occurred 20th January, 2004 on Rig 16 in Nimr (OD&E - TWM).
A floor man working on the rig floor with a 4.5" tubing, got his left thumb caught in the rotating gear of the tong resulting in amputation of the terminal portion of the thumb. He will be off work for approximately 15 days.

  
Third party LTI occurred on 20th January, 2004 in Wadi Buthiala Village (Qarn Alam).

MEHW contractor was performing unplanned maintenance on 33KV/415V pole mounted transformer (power supply is from PDO), when a flashover took place and one contractor electrician received electric shock, falling down from approx. 3m height. He sustained 1st degree burns (15% body surface) and a leg fracture major bones. The injured person was treated at PAC clinic at Qarn Alam then evacuated to Nizwa hospital by PAC ambulance. Though not PDO activity, the incident will be investigated by PDO to facilitate identification of lateral lessons.
