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Significant Incidents reported during the week:

Non-accidental Death on 23rd Feb. 04 (XD/CGG) at MAF area. 

A CGG employee in the seismic processing centre on PDO premises became unwell and passed out after drinking his tea in the office. CGG staff reported to 5555 and called out an ambulance/doctor. He was reported to be breathing (shallow) and to have a pulse. He was transported to Khoula hospital where staff tried to resuscitate him for about 20 minutes, but without success. He was declared dead on arrival. The cause of death will have to be confirmed.

HP Incident in Yibal Area Y-210 on 25th February 2004.
2 men were found cutting 2.5” logging tubes pipes which belong to Dowell Schlumberger using hot Welding flame cutter 100m from Y-210 well head. The 2 men had no PPE of any description, no authorized documents, did not understand anything about company’s rules and procedures, not registered with the company, they were simply two individuals who saw an opportunity to make money as a result of being asked by Mr Anand from Dowell Schlumberger through a third party and shown the location where the pipes were. By coincidence the men were stopped in their truck on the 24th Feb by the local ROP and it was found that their vehicle was not registered hence the vehicle was impounded, as a result they brought in a second vehicle the next day to which 2 bottles of welding gas bottles plus about 30 pipes joints were found in the back of the vehicle. A detailed investigation is in progress.
LTI # 5 of this year, which occurred on 24th February, 2004 at Harweel Cluster Manifold.

One of PDO’s on-the-job trainers (UOH) supporting Harweel commissioning activities slipped and fell on his outstretched right hand while checking an Acoustic Detector. He sustained an injury to his right wrist which resulted in multiple fracture of the lower end of the wrist joint.

 

He was initially treated at Marmul clinic and then transferred to Khoula Hospital. He will be off work for more than four weeks. A detailed incident investigation is ongoing to make sure we learn from the incident. For more details please go to IMPACT Safety via the URL link:
