By approving a booking on any of the above or any other English only courses, the approving supervisor:
· Is confirming the candidate complies with all of the course pre-requisites

· Is specifically confirming the candidate attending has English language fluency equal to or better than IELTS grades specified in SP 1157 v7 for the course.

· Accepts that the candidate will be rejected by the Training Institute if the candidate is assessed by the Institute as having insufficient fluency in English.

· Accepts that the full course fee is payable, irrespective of whether:

· The booking is cancelled within 48 hours of the course starting date/time
· the candidate is able to attend, or 

· is rejected for failing to comply with any pre-requisites, other than through a PDO Approved Step-Out or notified course de-selection, or 

· is assessed after training as ‘not yet competent’.

At the time of attendance, the candidate will be asked to:

· Produce any IELTs or similar English language fluency certificate or attestation held by the candidate from either a language professional or language Institution indicating the candidate meets the required English language fluency standard, or

· Verify to the Institute that his English fluency is equivalent to or better than IELTS grades specified in SP 1157 v7 for the course. 

· Accept that the full course fee will be charged if: 

· He/she will be rejected and returned to his employer if English fluency is assessed as not being at the required level at any time during the course, or 

· He/she fails to comply with the course pre-requisites (other than through a PDO Approved Step-Out or notified course de-selection) and is rejected  from attending, or

· He/she fails to achieve the required competency standard.

 

PDO and its Approved Training Providers reserve the right to verify the validity of any English language certificate or attestation at any time, and to reject those candidates whose English language ability is evidently not at the acceptable minimum, stating the specific reasons for doing so.
