DDC09 - Heavy Vehicle (Combined Blacktop/Graded Road Course)  
(DDC09/E, DDC09A,DDC09H)
Course Aims and Content

This course is aimed at all drivers who drive Heavy Company Vehicles and is seen as a complete foundation for all types of Heavy Vehicle drivers who also are required to drive on graded roads.  

The course will cover all areas of defensive driving, including drug and alcohol use, mobile phone use, hazard awareness, fatigue, problems caused by travelling at an inappropriate speed for the weather and traffic conditions and also looks at crash analysis, graded road types and particular dangers.

The course aim is to reduce death, injury, collision and conflict on the road by focusing on changing driver’s attitudes and responsibility whilst driving.

The course is split in to Theory and Practical elements.  The Theory and Practical sessions are designed to be fully interactive.  The Theory session is presented in modules which interlinks seamlessly, this enables the instructor to build a picture for the target audience starting from very simple ideas in driving and building up into more complex situations, this allows drivers of all levels of experience and educational background to be able to keep pace with the programme concept.  The Practical session is a continuation of the Theory session and the instructor will make links to the Theory wherever possible to operate the course as one unit.
