The STOP Database Administrators Guide.

Introduction

The STOP Database in a nutshell requires three files to operate. There are 2 database files and 1 initialisation file. The DataPath.ini file points the main application STOP Database.mdb to the right location on the PC. When it opens the main database accesses the STOP Database_be.mdb file and attaches the tables that are there.

In order to prepare the STOP database for use in your organisation you will probably need to make a few simple changes to the database internals. This Admin Guide lays out the procedures you need to follow to make these changes effective. This depends on whether or not you are using Windows or running Citrix Thin Client Server. If you are running under Citrix then the line in the programme below is correct. If you are running under Windows 98 or NT then you need to change the v:\ to c:\ as explained below. There are a few more changes to make and these are explained in detail below in each section of this note.

1.0 Open the Database Window to allow Admin to change VBA code in Utility module

To open the STOP Database.mdb and allow you access to the Database Window you need to start Microsoft Access 97 SR2. Click on File, Open Database and find the STOP Database.mdb file in c:\Program Files\STOP\ folder and highlight it with a single click. Then holding down the “SHIFT” key click on the open button. This opens the database without executing the autoexec macro and you now have access to the Database Window.

Click on the Modules Tab and you will see only one module listed. Click the Design button and you are presented with the VBA Code in the module design window. Scroll down to the “Function AttachTables() As Integer” section and you will find the following VBA code listing exactly as presented here….

Again scroll down to the point indicated with RED BOLD TEXT  Then change the line

2.0 Change the initialisation file.

This is a simple affair and is accomplished by simply opening the file with any text editor. Change the target line to either c:\ for Windows 98 or NT or v:\ for running under Citrix/

3.0 Adding custom discipline lists.

This is also quite easy to accomplish. Open the STOP Database_be.mdb database. All you will see are the data tables that are used for the application.

Open the table named “t_Discipline” and simply add in the job disciplines for your specific business. Click on the check box if any of your disciplines are management positions.

Close the database when you are finished adding these categories. To populate the Staff table in your application this is best done using the form provided in the main database.
