What Happened?

When carrying out tests to ensure correct calibration of the crane lifting mechanism, the crane tipped over and the boom crashed through the roof of a portacabin.

What went wrong?

The outriggers were not extended during the troubleshooting exercise, the crane became unstable and tipped over. Proper Hazard recognition and control was not carried out.

Actions to Prevent Recurrence

Crane operators must be assessed as competent in their job and hold the relevant licences. Always plan the job thoroughly before the work starts. Identify all hazards and ensure measures are in place to control them.

Never carry out tests without first analysing the hazards and ensuring conditions are safe to proceed. Follow set procedures and always comply with the rules.
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
